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THE PUREPOD COLLECTION

There are six unique PurePod locations in the North Island

Makoha PurePod - Kerikeri, Northland
Cocooned within a Queen Elizabeth Il covenant. It sits among native bush, with towering kauri trees and
vibrant birdlife. Conveniently located 10 minutes drive from Kerikeri, it ensures both serenity and accessibility.

Rewarewa PurePod - Muriwai, Auckland

Overlooking regenerating and protected native bush, this bird corridor serves as a sanctuary, promoting
biodiversity and showcasing stunning sunset glows. It is an easy 40 minutes drive from downtown Auckland
along the Twin Coast Discovery Highway, 5 minutes from Helensville and the Kaipara Harbour.

Mata PurePod - Waitomo, Waikato

Perched above rolling farmland, offering breathtaking views over the King Country. Wake up to stunning
sunrises, accompanied by the song of native birds and when night falls, the big sky provides a magical
backdrop. An easy 1hour drive from Hamilton and only 15 minutes from Waitomo.

Ruru PurePod - Waikino, Coromandel
Tucked among the serene beauty of forest, mountains and farmland, with sweeping views of Mt Karangahake
Ruru PurePod sits on the Hauraki Cycle Rail Trail and is 90 minutes drive from Auckland.

Pamu PurePod - Rotorua

Manakau PurePod - Kaikoura

Kahutara PurePod - Kaikéura
Perched high above the Kahutara River with vast views across to the mighty Seaward Kaikoura mountain
range, only 20 minutes inland from Kaikoura, or 2.5 hours from Christchurch.

Atata PurePod - Hurunui, Canterbury
On an historic Greta Valley sheep farm, with sweeping 360 degree views of the sea, rolling hills and native
forest, only 90 minutes north of Christchurch.

Korimako PurePod - Hurunui, Canterbury
Nestled amongst native bush filled with birdsong and a beautiful sea view across to Motunau Island, 90
minutes north of Christchurch, along the Greta Valley coastline.

Greystone PurePod - Waipara, Canterbury
Hidden above a beautiful organic winery in Waipara, less than an hour drive from Christchurch, this is the
place to sit and watch the world go by.

Pohue PurePod - Port Levy, Banks Peninsula
An hour drive from Christchurch, with beautiful views of the historic Port Levy bay and surrounded by rolling
hills and magnificent rocky outcrops.

Haurapa PurePod - Cromwell, Central Otago
Perfectly positioned to enjoy magnificent sunsets and the mighty Pisa Mountain Range within the vast and
rocky landscape of Cromwell, Central Otago. Less than an hour drive from Queenstown and Wanaka.

Taima PurePod - Cromwell, Central Otago
With rugged mountains and the rocky Kawarau Gorge in view, this PurePod provides breathtaking views. Less
than an hour drive from Queenstown and Wanaka and perfect for connecting to the Lake Dunstan Bike trail.

Within the southernmost Dark Sky Sanctuary with sweeping views across native bush within a conservation
reserve to Lee bay below. A 15 minute flight from Invercargill, or an hour ferry ride from Bluff.
